“With eyes wide open to the mercies of God...give Him your bodies, as a living sacrifice, consecrated to Him
and acceptable by Him...Let God remold your minds from within, so that you may prove in practice that the

plan of God for you is good, meets all His demands and moves toward the goal of true maturity.”

e Sometimes we drift away from following God with all our hearts. How can we M ay ].]., 2008
avoid this faulty consecration? The answer is found in Nehemiah 10.

o The Covenant of Nehemiah 10 was made to preserve the results of Nehemiah 8-
9. Spiritual progress and been made, now they must preserve (maintain) it.

e The divine and human kiss at the gathering of God’s people in the Church
(Hebrews 10:25). The physical aspects of the Church catechize and
sacramentalize because they manifest spiritual realities to us.

e The dangers of not establishing God’s House (Note: That phrases used in vv 32-
39 are revealed in Haggai 1:2-11.)

A covenant is a vow or promise made to God. Never make a rash vow to God. Ecclesiastes 5:1-3:
“Walk prudently when you go to the House of God; draw near to hear rather than to give the sacrifice of
fools, for they do not know that they do evil. Do not be rash with your mouth. And let not your heart
utter anything hastily before God...let your words be few.”

e The Declaration of Dependence upon God (Covenant) will keep the nation
and people from running aimlessly.

1. The INCLUSIVE Signers (1-27): From all areas of life
Priests (1-8); Levites (9-13); Rulers (14-27)
The government, ministries, teachers, heads of households were all
involved. Have we determined to be involved with God's Covenant?

2. The COMPREHENSIVE Provisions (28-29):
Submission to the Word of God (28-29)-Deut 27-30; curses if not obeyed.
Separation from the heathen (30)
Keeping the Sabbath (31)
Support and Maintenance of God’s House (32-33)
Vow not to forsake God’s House (39)

e Test God: Establish God’s House (His place to stand) and your heart and
see what He will do!
